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Additionally, future research should seek to 
understand why more students did not take 
advantage of the product. For example, do the 
students who opted out prefer one-on-one instruction 
as opposed to self-paced, online learning? Future 
research should explore and identify barriers that limit 
participation as well as factors that promote 
participation to help inform best practices around 
implementation, adoption, and ultimately student 
success. 

Conclusion 
This study focuses on the effectiveness of EdReady—
now offered through ACT as CollegeReady—in 
preparing students for college-level coursework. In 
the current study, we found that those ChSCC 
students who elected to skill-up with the product to 
the point where they avoided the co-requisite 
remedial coursework actually out-performed their 
peers with regard to their pass rate and course 
grades in their first credit-bearing English composition 
course. In this study, we were not able to use an 
experimental or quasi-experimental design that would 
allow us to isolate the causal effect of EdReady on 
college success. However, using the most robust 
methods available to us, we found that students who 
use the EdReady product performed better 
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
